	Use of Space/Body Movement 


	Actors always use whole body freely, adapt movement to available space, use the entire space available Intents are communicated through action.Very good interaction with the other characters, eye contact kept appropriately.
	Actors often use whole body almost freely, are  able to adapt movement to available space, use almost the whole space available. Good interaction with other characters, but not always eye contact.
	Actors demonstrate some variety of movement,  partially adapt movement to available space. Sometimes do not face characters they are meant to interact with. Eye contact mainly absent
	Actors rarely use whole body freely-just move arms and legs,use only a small part of the space available. No eye contact or interaction with the other characters.

	Verbal/Vocal Expression 


	Actors always demonstrate variety in volume, tone, pitch, and voice quality. They emphasise important language and characters communicate easily, with good rhythm of speech and tempo, with pauses to react and let the other characters react. Very good pronunciation and intonation in English 


	Actors usually demonstrate variety in volume, tone, pitch, and voice quality. Important langauge is sometimes emphasised, there are usually pauses to let the characters react. Pronunciation and intonation in English are usually good. 
	Actors sometimes demonstrate variety in volume, tone, pitch, and voice quality. Important language is rarely emphasised, and there are no pauses to let charactres react to what is said. Pronunciation and intonation in English are faulty.  


	Actors speak without variety in tone, pitch, and voice quality. 

Important language is not always easy to distinguish from unimportant exchanges. Pronunciation and intonation sometimes impede undertanding.


	Actors have little or no fluency. Important language difficult to distinguish from unimportant exchanges. Pronunciation and intonation impede undertanding 



	Costumes and setting
	All actors have appropriate costumes to enforce the message.
